While delivering this 0% increase was a
priority for the Council, it was equally
important that it was achieved as part of a
sensible and prudent budget. Councillor
Stacey explains, “For financial standing Ealing
is rated among the best in the country and
while we continue to invest in local services
we also have in place the necessary reserves
and contingencies to deal with the unexpected
events which these turbulent economic times
will no doubt bring us.”
